Party of some of my wishes for the Lan-

caster Camera Club in the coming year.  

 

If our club is to offer the maximum 

benefits to our members, I believe that 

several changes would greatly facilitate 

this aim.  To a large extent, the board 

and the president are responsible for 

planning and administering club activi-

ties. These functions can be improved by 

assigning each board member a specific 

area of responsibility. But, as I have 

stated before, helping achieve these 

goals requires that all of us contribute. 

Two factors are very important, member-

ship and dues. 

 

We are fortunate that our members have 

a diversity of photographic interests. 

Yet, if we have five people interested in 

a certain aspect of photography, it is dif-

ficult to design a club program around 

that interest. A larger number of mem-

bers well increase the size of various in-

terest groups, and allow special pro-

grams to be feasible. A larger member-

ship can support more meetings per 

month and a greater diversity of club 

programs. 

 

New members will add income. How-

ever, in order to support activities, we 

need more funds. For example, It was 

voted to provide an honorarium of $25 to 

our competition judges. Field trips and 

speakers incur costs. Special events such 

as a trip to the Photo Expo in New York 

will still require those members going to 

New York to pay a portion of the cost 

Brethren Village is planning a major ad-

dition and renovation starting in July, so 

we will be looking for a new meeting 

place. This may require an additional 

expenditure of funds.  
 

Finally, I am VERY interested in any 

thoughts you have for making the Lan-

caster Camera Club even better. In think-

ing about possibilities, consider what has 

been successful in other groups you par-

ticipate with. 

 

Our February meeting will be devoted 

solely to our discussion of various pro-

posals for club governance and club ac-

tivities. In the interim, please donôt hesi-

tate to send me your thoughts via E-Mail 

at kamp3photo@netscape.net or call me 

at 717-392-0513 or 717-397-9979.
